Tuesday (PM) MSD Plenary dialogue
Each of the nine major groups will present their assessment of progress in the implementation of Agenda 21 including the provisions of chapters of Agenda 21 dealing with major groups, as well as assessments of their own role in this process, with a focus on major accomplishments and lessons learned. The plenary session will be chaired by the Chairman of the PrepCom.

Wednesday (all day) - Two parallel MSD dialogue sessions 
Two parallel dialogue sessions will focus on lessons learnt and constraints encountered in the implementation of Agenda 21 aiming at identification of possible time-bound measures to foster implementation and overcome constraints, as well as at generating new partnerships and commitments in the lead-up to the Summit. 

Each of the dialogue sessions will be co-chaired by the 2 Vice-Chairs of CSD10 Bureau (Japan and Brazil for one and Jamaica and Czech Republic for another). All nine major groups will be represented in the dialogue sessions. Themes for discussion during the dialogue sessions will be drawn through consultations by respective Vice-Chairs with the Major Groups and the background papers presented in advance.

Thursday (AM) - Closing MSD Plenary dialogue
A closing plenary session will allow the Chairman to prepare his summary of the outcome of the dialogues for further consideration by the Preparatory Committee. 
Dialogue format
During the Plenary Sessions there will be 2 seats available per stakeholder group (to be rotated with others to ensure balanced participation). The format adopted will include a 3-5 minute introduction by a spokesperson from each stakeholder group, followed by brief comments by a northern and a southern government. The Chairman will then act as moderator of a free-flowing discussion among the stakeholders, when interventions should be restricted to a maximum of 2-3 minutes.  During the Parallel Sessions a minimum of 3 seats will be allocated per stakeholder group, with the remainder of the delegation positioned closeby to be rotated as the discussion develops.
